SPEAKER AND RESOURCE PERSON’S PROFILE
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Mr. Akira TSUSAKA is Lord Takayama Chair Professor at the University of Santo Tomas Graduate School and Advisor for International Cooperation at the Asian Institute of Management.  He also teaches at De La Salle University, Philippines, Graduate School of Business.  Previously, he taught at the American University in Washington D.C. and at the University of Marketing and Distribution Sciences in Kobe, Japan. He was with the Asian Development Bank (ADB) from 1969 to 1990 and held various senior positions: Deputy Director of Operations, Director of Development Policy Office, Director of the Industry and Development Banks Department and the Director of the Private sector Department. From 1990 to 1993, he was the first Executive Vice President of the Asian Finance and Investment Corporation (AFIC), a merchant bank registered in Singapore and affiliated with ADB.  During this period, he served as Advisor to the ADFIAP.  Based on his long and dedicated contribution to the growth of development financing institutions in the region, Mr. Tsusaka was nominated and is now ADFIAP’s honorary member. He graduated from the Tokyo University of Commerce (Hitotsubashi University) in 1952.
